  O Come, O Come Emmanuel.   
 

These words signal the beginning of this very holy season 

of Advent:  A time of stillness and prayer; a time when in 

the darkness of winter we prepare ourselves to receive the 

Light of Christ at Christmas. 
 

With all of the preparations that take place for Christmas, 

please be sure to prepare yourself spiritually for the 

celebration of the Lordôs birth.  Perhaps you might light 

the Advent Wreath at your table, have an Advent Calendar 

marking the days before Christmas, read Sacred Scripture, 

and take time to get to Confession.  There are many 

opportunities to receive the sacrament of Penance:

Also, please remember that next Saturday is the Feast of 

the Immaculate Conception, the Patronal Feast of our 

nation.  Because it is the Patronal Feast it is a day of 

obligation even though it falls on a Saturday.  What that 

means is that there is an obligation to attend Holy Mass 

two times next weekend.  If you go to Mass at 4 p.m. next 

Saturday it could fulfill your obligation for the Immaculate 

Conception, but you would also have to go to Mass on 

Sunday.
