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FROM  THE PASTORõS D ESK é 
 

My Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ, 
 

Thank you very much for your kind words of sympathy and for your prayers for my uncle 
and for my family. 
 

As I had mentioned in my last letter, a question came up concerning the saints listed in the 
Roman Canon.  Did you know that it was St. Gregory the Great who gave us the list?  It 
remained as listed until 1962 when Blessed John XXIII (who was reigning when this 
church was built and is located in the sanctuary) added St. Joseph. 
 

The list begins with Mary, St. Joseph, Peter and Paul and the rest of the Apostles. Follow-
ing the Apostles is a list of the first three Popes after St. Peter ï Linus, Cletus (Anacletus) 
and Clement. Next in the list is Sixtus II who beheaded by the Emperor Valerian. Cor-
nelius &   Cyprian were two friends.  Cornelius was the 21st Pope, against his will after the 
martydom of Fabian. He put an end to the schism brought about by the first anti-pope, 
Novatian. Cyprian was bishop of Carthage. He confirmed the papal authority of Cornelius. 
He was beheaded with a sword. 
 

Lawrence was one of seven deacons in Rome to serve under Pope Sixtus, II. Chryso-
gonus was martyred at Aquileia during the Diocletian persecution.  He was also buried 
there and had a strong public veneration of the people of the region. Veneration to the 
saint was moved to Rome very early on and a church was built in his honor in Trestevere, 
which still bears his name today. 
 

Saints John and Paul were brothers and roman martyrs. It is believed they were martyred 
either by Julian the Apostate on June 26th, between the years 361 and 363 or Diocletion 
in 304 AD. The house and tombs of SS. John and Paul lies under the basilica built in their 
names on the Caelian Hill in Rome. They have been venerated on this spot since at least 
the 5th century. 
 

Finally, we have two other brothers, Saints Comas and Damian. They were twins, born in 
Cilicia, now a part of Turkey. Both brothers practiced medicine. According to legend, they 
were hung on a cross, stoned and shot by arrows and finally beheaded. There is a basilica 
in their honor in Rome, on the Roman Forum. 
 

This should be enough for now, though I will share the rest of the saints of the Canon with 
you next time.  Please come to see our musical, Willie Wonka.  The kids are doing a 
wonderful job.

BISHOP FROM  INDIA  TO V ISIT N EXT W EEKEND... 

 Please extend a warm welcome to Bishop Prasad Gallela who will be visiting 
our parish next weekend and conducting a mission appeal for his diocese.  
Please read the article below for some interesting information about the histo-
ry and work of his mission diocese.  And please be as generous as you are 
able in the second collection to support this vital ministry. 

First priority is given for Evangelization. 
We have 147 priests, 40 Major Seminarians and 40 animators and 250 Vil-
lage Catechists.  We have totally 53 Parishes and 475 mission villages.  So, 
in many villages we do need chapels to pray.  To build one chapel it would 
cost in US $13,000. 
 

Second priority is Education. 
To promote education of every poor child we have opened 26 boarding 
homes.  There are 2,500 children studying in our schools.  Special preference 
is given to girls in order to enhance education among women. 
 

Third priority is Empowerment of Women through Social works. 
Development of India lies in the development of the rural sector.  The majority 
of the poor are deprived of basic needs of good drinking water, housing, sani-
tation and health.  
 

Our ministry is fully depending on the providence of God and your generous 

continuous support.  With much appreciation and prayers.  Bishop Gallela.

Our mission diocese of Cuddapah was erect-
ed in 1977  and it covers two civil ditricts of 
Kadapa and Chittoor in Andhra Pradesh, 
India.

We have 81,000 Catholics and so 
together with our Christians we are 3% 
Christians in the total population.  90% of our 
Catholics are the landless agricultural labor-
ers just working for US $2 per day.
